BONDED LABOUR SYSTEM (ABOLITION) ACT, 1976

STATE ACTION PLAN


In compliance of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in Writ Petition (Civil) 3922/85 in the matter of Public Union for Civil Liberties V/s State of Tamil Nadu and Others, the detailed plan for rehabilitation of released bonded labourers is as follows:-

1. As soon as the Release certificate is issued by the District Magistrate/Sub-divisional Magistrate to the bonded labourer, immediate assistance worth Rs. 1000/- should be given for medicines, food, clothing, immediate shelter, etc. Later, rehabilitation should be provided to the bonded labourer to the extent of Rs. 19000/-. No cash should be given but facilities as per the desire of the bonded labourer such as, bullock cart, a small tea stall, a provision store, etc. should be give.

2. Facilities as provided to BPL families should also be provided such as Medicare relief card, free ration, free housing etc.

3. As far as possible small & cottage industries should be established in or near areas where released bonded labourers reside, so that these people do not have to migrate in search of work. 

4. Interest free loans should be provided to released bonded labourers as far as possible to help them start their own business.

5. Self Help Groups of women of the families of released bonded labourer should be formed & vocational training should be provided to them. 

6. A large-scale propagation campaign against the Bonded Labour System should be periodically organized in the district. 

7. Agricultural land holdings to released bonded labourers should be provided as far as possible. 
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
